If your publication is correctly linked to its journal on ResearchGate,
you can also find general publisher conditions for it by clicking the Show self-archiving restrictions link
at the bottom of its ResearchGate page. Here you'll see a classification color: green means you can
generally upload a full-text, blue or yellow means you should check your individual article conditions. and
white means self-archiving is generally not permitted.

You should always check your publisher conditions to make sure you are not breaching copyright
conditions. If you aren't permitted to make your full-text publicly available, you always have the option to
send it to another researcher privately. You can do this in a private message or by clicking Send
privately when you receive a full-text request from someone.
